FACILITY SECURITY OFFICER OVERVIEW
Every organization performing safeguards and security tasks and services for the U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) is required to appoint its own FSO.

Excerpt from DOE M 470.4.1, Part 2, Section I, Chapter VI-1.e, FSO.

The FSO must be an employee of the company.  The FSO must be appointed in writing. As covered in Chapter V of this section, the FSO must be cleared commensurate with the FCL and concurrent with the issuance of the FCL.  The FSO and others performing security duties must complete security training in accordance with Section J.

The FSO serves as a security point of contact (POCs).  The FSO is responsible for administering the requirement of the Safeguards and Security Program within his or her facility, i.e., ensuring that proper levels of protection are provided to prevent unacceptable, adverse impact on national security or on the health and safety of DOE and contractor employees, the public, or the environment.

In serving as the sites POC, the FSO directs the implementation of security measures and is responsible for coordinating implementation of a security program with the prime contractor or DOE.  The FSO is instrumental in making sure that personnel are aware of good security procedures and practice them, regardless of whether they have access to classified information or other DOE security interests.  FSOs see that the organization’s employees know their responsibilities regarding security procedures in the prime contractor’s
