

Purpose

Construct hexagons using different shape blocks.

Performing the experiment

1. A hexagon has 6 sides.  Find a hexagon.

2. Make a hexagon using the green blocks.  How many blocks did you use? What shape did you use?

3. Make a hexagon using the red blocks. How many blocks did you use?  What shape did you use?

4. Make a hexagon using the blue blocks. How many blocks did you use?  What shape did you use?

5. Make a hexagon using different colored blocks.


Questions to think about

1. Did you use any orange or white blocks?  Why or why not?

2. What other shape do you see beside the hexagon with the blue blocks?

Explanation
Sometimes is is hard to picture in your mind how different shapes can be put together to make another shape.  This is called spatial visualization.  This activity gives you practice with pieces you can move around to help you see the shapes.
