“Flushing and Disinfection of Underground Water Lines for Domestic 

and Fire Protection Systems”

New 1 July 2005
The requirements for flushing and disinfection were removed from Section 02665 for clarification purposes, and to meet City of Albuquerque codes. There are several ES&H issues associated with the flushing and disinfection activities that were not clearly addressed in Section 02665. This new Section addresses ES&H requirements related to surface water discharges and water quality without distracting from the construction requirements. The de-chlorination of chlorinated water is a new requirement for our construction projects based on state and federal regulations. In most cases chlorinated water may be discharged to a sanitary sewer manhole with appropriate authorization prior to discharge as indicated in the Section.
