Construction Standard Specification, Section 13100

“Lightning Protection”

Revised 26 June 2008

· Allows lightning protection system inspections to be conducted by a trained Construction Observer.

· Clarifies that all-copper systems apply only to New Mexico facilities.

· Allows compression connections in lightning protection down- and cross-leads.

· Clarifies that multiple ground rods shall be separated by the sum of the rods' length

· References architectural Standard Drawings for roof attachment points.

· Removes the requirement for a UL Lightning Protection Agreement Letter.

Revised 18 December 2006

Added a requirement for ground test wells and revised the reference to the latest UL letter

Revised 12 June 2006

· Clarified the prohibition against using the building steel as a downlead
· Clarified the placement of ground wells and the overlapping zones of air terminals on new equipment added to an existing system
Revised 19 March 2006

Added the requirement for ground test wells to paragraph 3.02.A.3.

Revised 19 August 2005

Revised the system certification and commissioning requirements to include an Underwriter’s Laboratory Inspection Letter Report.
Revised 22 April 2005

Section 2.01G was added to describe grounding system test wells.
Revised 20 July 2004

Section 3.02A(5) was deleted (and the following Sections moved up), because it goes over and beyond the NFPA 780.  This requirment is not needed for Sandia's non-explosive facilities which have lightning protection.  Section 3.02(B) remains in effect for explosive facilities.

1. Part 1.04.E, deleted the requirement for a UL Label and clarified the requirement for a UL Letter of Findings.

2. Part 1.05.C, deleted the requirement for a UL Label and clarified the requirement for a UL Letter of Findings.

4. Part 2.01.A deleted all use of aluminum components.  Only copper components may be used.

Changed specification number from 16670 to 13100 to comply with AIA/ARCOM “MASTERSPEC”.

2.
Required the use of exothermic weld connections for connecting reinforcing steel to the ground loop. 

3. Reinforcing steel will be connected to the ground loop at the corner of the building and at intervals of approximately 35 feet around the structure.

4. Reinforcing steel in roofs, walls, floors, and slabs of building will be tied together with metal ties every 3 feet.

5. Install air terminals as high as possible and at least 10 inches (previously 24 inches) higher than the structure, equipment that they are protecting.
