Revised format and organization in Part 1 and Part 3 to conform to standardization of Construction Standard Specifications.  

2.
Revised wording throughout document to clarify that this specification is to be used only for modifications to an existing Honeywell system, not installing new systems.

3.
Referenced Sandia Construction Observer (SCO) throughout document instead of SDR.

4.
Part 2.07 and Table 2 were revised to require the use of cable instead of the THN and THHN individual conductors for Initiating Device Circuits and Notification Appliance Circuits.

5.
Part 3.01G “Duct Detectors” was revised to require the installation of a Remote Test Station for each duct detector due to the difficulty in accessing most duct detectors for the semiannual tests.

6.
Part 3.04E “NAC Decibel Level Test” was added to the Field Quality Control Section to require the contractor to test for proper NAC audible levels throughout the building and add additional audible appliances in deficient areas to increase decibel levels to meet NFPA 72 requirements.

7.
The Record of Completion form was deleted from the document.

8. The Fire Alarm System Operational Test Checklist was modified to incorporate the changes in #4 and #5 above.
