Deleted the requirement to use a pipe sleeve for a pipe penetration through a gyp-board wall or partition unless the wall is fire rated.
Revised 25 June 2005
Changed the notification period for mechanical outages to agree with Section 01065.

Revised 25 Feb 2004
1. Added a requirement for the contractor to have the manufacturer's installation instructions at the job site for each piece of equipment being installed, for the inspector to be able to reference.

2. Added a requirement for start-up and checkout of equipment that makes the contractor follow the manufacture's requirements, provide a start-up plan, have O&M manuals on site, and operate each system to prove capability.
Revised 15 Oct 2001

1. Replace the existing Section 15050 “General Materials and Work Requirements, Mechanical” dated 06/12/1986 with the updated specification.  This specification was completely rewritten.  Changes to the original document have not been tracked.

2. Changed the specification title to match the CSI Master Format numbering system.

3. Added a list of definition of spaces used throughout Division 15 specifications.

4. Changed welding requirements to comply with ANSI B31.1 “Power Piping” , except delete references to Table 136.4.  The examination method will be determined by the SCR and acceptance criteria will be per paragraph 136.4  A minimum of 5% of welds will be inspected and the contractor is to pay for retesting of repaired welds.

5. Added requirements for the contractor to be responsible for changes that are related to substituting equipment of different capacity and size than specified.

6. Added coordination and scheduling requirements.

7. Added/modified requirement and provided additional detail for identification and labeling, pipe penetrations, and sleeve materials.

8. Changed the grout material from sand and cement to epoxy type rout and provided additional installation requirements.

9. Specified that motor efficiencies comply with ASHRAE 90.1.

10. Added concrete base requirements.

11. Added requirements for wood and metal supports.

12. Added requirement for demolition and removal.

13. Added a requirement that fixed sheaves be provided for all motors 5 HP and over and for multi-belt drives.  (The designer needs to also specify this in the  equipment list or equipment specification).
