1.
Two new specifications, 15081 “Duct Insulation” and 15083 “Pipe and Equipment Insulation", have been issued to match CSI MasterFormat and replace the original Standard Specification 15250 “Insulation” dated June 1, 1988. 

2.
Clarify which systems require insulation to include process water up to 65 deg. F, delete insulation of domestic cold and non-potable water unless in areas subject to freezing.  Added insulation requirements for roof drains and roof sumps, condensate drains, and engine exhaust.  Increased all fractional insulation thickness up to 1” minimum thickness.

3.
Added a requirement to build mock-ups prior to start of insulation to be used as a to judge quality of insulation.

4.
Added a requirement to remove randomly selected fittings and valve insulation for inspection.

5.
Modified the Products Section to include specific material properties and updated references to ASTM standards.  Deleted references to particular manufacturers products.

6.
Allow the use of either PVC or aluminum jacketing for indoor applications. 

7.
Provide additional requirements for installation to help improve the quality of finished systems.

8.
Deleted requirements for pump insulation on heating water pumps and on chilled/process water pumps operating over 45 deg. F.  Allowed in-line pumps to have insulated boxes fabricated of rigid fiberboard with FSK jacket only.

9. Added requirements for insulating steam condensate pumps with a removal cloth jacket.
