1.
Changed the specification number from 15651 “Refrigeration Systems” dated January 18, 1991 to match CSI MasterFormat.

2.
Changed the scope of work to better apply to current practices of packaged split systems while retaining requirements for built-up systems.

3.
Specify that recovery and reclamation of refrigerants from systems that are to be removed or modified shall be by SNL personnel.

4.
Require the submittal for packaged split systems to include pipe sizes and design to meet the manufactures requirements for the particular installation involved.

5.
Raise the allowable maximum size of annealed copper tubing from ½” to 5/8".

6.
Updated product descriptions and references to standards.

7.
Allow the use of the manufactures permanent filter/dryer rather than installing a replaceable filter/dryer for systems under 20 tons.

8.
Specify design pressures for components and piping in the high and low side of the systems.

9. Specify that piping systems be tested with nitrogen at a pressure not less than the design pressure.  Systems with tubing 5/8” and less are to be tested with the system at a temperature of at least 68 deg. F.
