The new Standard specification Section 15310, “Automatic Sprinklers and Water Based Fire Protection Systems,” is a design-build specification intended for the Contractor.  However the Designer is responsible for indicating the entire area to be sprinkled on the design drawings as well as the occupancy classification (Refer to the Occupancy Classification listed in Table 1.04B in the Standard Specification Section 15310).  The Designer is also responsible for showing locations of the reduced pressure backflow preventer, exterior underground water main, fire hydrants, post indicator valves, riser, fire department connections, and standpipes.  Consultation with the Fire Protection Program is mandatory.
