(seamless transfer) and also to require that the VFC be capable of being shutdown 

at the VFC regardless of whether the VFC is in the "Hand" or "Auto" position.

Section 2.01 has been modified to eliminate Square D as an approved VFC manufacturer.  Square D’s VFC does not meet Sandia’s VFC specification requirements.
