Construction Standard Specification, Section 16742

“Intra-Building Telecommunications System”

Revised 20 June 2008

Changed the mix of fiber optics cables in the standard communications drop.

Issued 02/01/03

The following are the major changes made to the new specification 16742 that are different from the old 16740 specification.

1. Deleted all copper data lines (RED and BLACK).

2. Terminated the one Cat 5e copper voice cable to a single gang faceplate next to the new fiber outlets at the desktop (plenum cable is allowed).

3. Combined the RED and BLACK fiber into the same user outlet.

4. Combined the RED and BLACK fiber into one conduit backbone system.

5. Deleted the Single mode fiber distribution to the desktop.

6. Installed one additional Multimode fiber to the desktop for each system RED and BLACK

7. Changed the 62.5 micron Multimode fiber to 50 micron Multimode fiber.

8. Increased the allowable distance from IDR to desktop from 90 meters to 150 meters.

9. Moved the fiber terminations in the IDR from wall mounted LIUs to termination shelves installed in equipment cabinets.

10. Eliminated the use of cable tray in the IDRs.  Fiber conduit will now drop directly into the equipment cabinet the fiber will be terminating into.

11. Eliminated all but two 4 x 8 sheets of the ¾” plywood from IDR walls.  Plywood will still be needed for the Voice protector frame and to mount the ISDN power supply.

Combined the RED side of the IDR and the BLACK into one room with no divider wall.

Section 16742 should be used instead of section 16740 for all new construction and major renovations to existing buildings.  Section 16740 should be used in buildings that were cabled using the Section 16740 specification.  Designer should contact Jay Peterson at 844-2092 if not sure which Section to use.
