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PART 1 - GENERAL


1.01	DESCRIPTION OF WORK


A.	Provide 6'-0" long projection screens as shown on the Drawings.


B.	Types of projection screens required include:


	Manually operated projection screens, factory framed, wall hung.


C.	Provide all blocking and support required to assure a solid firm installation.


1.02	QUALITY ASSURANCE


A.	Provide projection screen listed by Underwriters' Laboratory, Inc. and bearing the UL label.


B.	Fire Performance Characteristics:  Provide projection screen fabrics identical to those materials which have undergone testing and passed requirements for flame resistance as indicated below:


1.	NFPA 701 per small scale test.


2.	Federal Standard 191A/5903 for test method.  FS GG-S-00172D(1) for flame resistance.


C.	Mildew Resistance:  Provide mildew resistant screen fabrics as determined by Federal Standard 191A/5760.


1.03	DELIVERY, STORAGE AND HANDLING


A.	Do not deliver projection screens until building is enclosed, other work within spaces where screen will be installed is substantially complete, and installation of screen is ready to take place.


B.	Protect screen from damage during delivery, handling, storage and installation.


C.	Store projection screen in manufacturer's protective packages and in location and in an upright position complying with screen manufacturer's directions.


D.	Protect surfaces of projection screen from damage due to abrasion or other effects before, during and after installation.  Keep units in manufacturer's protective packages until time of installation.


1.04	SUBMITTALS


Product Data:  Submit manufacturer's product data.


1.05	WARRANTIES


Provide manufacturer's minimum five (5) year warrantee on projection screen finish.


PART 2- PRODUCTS


2.01	PROJECTION SCREEN


A.	General:  Provide manufacturer's standard projection screen materials.


B.	Viewing Surface of Screen:  Vinyl-coated fiberglass covered with microscopic spherical glass beads, screen surface.


	Edge Treatment:  2" black masking boarders.


C.	Projection Screen Construction:


1.	Provide projection screen, size 70" x 70" wall mounted type.  Mount above marker board and in such a manner as to completely clear marker board when extended.  Screen to have a heavy gauge octagonal steel case with flat back design with bake enamel white finish and fitted with heavy duty chrome plated steel end caps forming universal wall hanging brackets.


2.	Roller to be heavy gauge metal.  Viewing surface to be fiberglass white (glass beaded), fire retardant and mildew resistant.  Case to be 22 ga. one-piece steel with flat back design and finish in white epoxy powder coat. Fabric shall be mounted into a metal strip in a metal Camlock roller system without tape, glue, staples or cords to that fabric may be easily replaced yet cannot be pulled from roller.


3.	Furnish 6" heavy angle steel extension wall brackets to mount screen with marker board clearance.


4.	Entire unit shall be listed by Underwriters' laboratories, Inc., and shall bear the UL label.


D.	Manufacturer:  Da-Lite Model B, or approved.


PART 3- EXECUTION


3.01	INSTALLATION


A.	General:  Install projection screens at locations indicated in compliance with screen manufacturer's instruction.


B.	Install projection screens with screen cases in position and relationship adjoining work indicated, securely anchored to supporting substrate, and in manner which produces a smoothly operating screen with plumb and straight vertical edges and plumb and flat viewing surfaces when lowered.


3.02	PROJECTION AND CLEANING


Protect projection screen after installation from damage during construction.  If despite such protection, damage occurs, remove and replace damaged components or entire unit as required to restore units to their
