1.04	PRODUCT DELIVERY, STORAGE AND HANDLING


Deliver in manufacturer's standard packing unopened and undamaged. Evidence of damage upon delivery will indicate the item is unacceptable.


PART 2 - PRODUCTS


2.01	MATERIALS


A.	All materials used shall not contain asbestos fibers.


B.	Provide Pawling Rubber Corporation Hi Rib flexible corrugated rubber Model EM-200, or approved equal, size 4'-0" x 6'-0" recessed, color as selected by the SDR from standard manufacturer colors.


1.	Mat construction shall be of highly resistant, top quality first run rubber compound to meet ASTM RST-10-1-712-BFL or MIL-R-3065B; weight to be 2 lbs./sq. ft.


2.	Corrugations shall be 1/4" deep, of "V" shape, spaced approximately 9/16" on one side, with reverse side of alternate corrugations 3/16" and 3/32" deep. Overall thickness shall be 7/16".


C.	Provide aluminum finish poured in place recessed frame, Pawling MRF-1000-1, or as recommended by the manufacturer, see drawings.


PART 3 - EXECUTION


3.01	INSTALLATION


A.	Install in area designated on project drawings, as recommended by the manufacturer.


B.	Install in a manner to allow all doors to swing unimpeded by the mat or the frame.


C.	Protect from damage during the construction period.


D.	Clean all surfaces of foreign substances during the normal, final cleaning phase of the project c
