1.02  DEFINITIONS





A.  	The term "product" means material, equipment, system, and other similar words.








1.03  SUBMITTALS





A.		Product List:  Submit to SDR five copies of tabular list of products proposed for inclusion in Work.





1. 		Initial List:  Within 20 days of date of Contract, submit an initial product list.  At Contractor's option, data included in initial list may be limited to products that will be installed not later than 20 days following submission of final product list.





2.  	Final List:  Within 60 days of date of Contract, submit a final product list which identifies all products proposed for Work.





3.		Schedule:  Submit list not later than 20 days following date of Contract.

4.		Submit tabular list which furnishes information about each product under the following column headings.





a. 		Related Specification Section number.





b.  	Generic product name.





c.  	Brand name.





d.  	Model/product number.





e.  	Manufacturer's name.





5.  	A/E's Action:  Within 15 days of receipt of list, A/E will review submittal and notify Contractor of information contained in list which A/E objects to.





a.		Such review will be for A/E's information only, not for A/E's approval.





b.		If A/E fails to object to information contained in list or fails to notify Contractor within specified period, the failure does not constitute approval of listed manufacturers or products; or relieve Contractor of obligation to furnish Shop Drawings, Product Data, and other submittals; or modify A/E's right to review and approve or take other action upon subsequent Contractor submittals; or constitute a waiver of A/E's right to reject Work which is not in accordance with Contract Documents.








1.04  PRODUCT SELECTION





A. 		Furnish products which are of same kind or type, from a single source; do not change source without A/E's approval.





B.		When selections are not limited to one brand-name product, furnish products which are compatible with other products used in Work.





C.		When only one product is named, furnish specified product.  Except as specified in Section 01630 - Product Options and Substitutions, substitutions will not be considered.





D. 		When two or more products are named, furnish one of those specified.  Except as specified in Section 01630, substitutions will not be considered.





E.		When named products are accompanied by phrases such as "or equal," or "or approved equal," furnish one of those specified or submit proposed substitution in accordance with Section 01630.





F.		When products are specified by describing physical characteristics, by delineating performance criteria or by reference to government specifications, trade association specifications or other industry standards, comply with the following:





1.		Furnish products which conform to the specified requirements.





2.		Furnish products which are recommended by manufacturer for intended use.





3.  	Furnish products which do not include materials or components containing asbestos.





G.		When products are specified to match color, pattern or attributes of other products such as existing construction or approved samples, A/E's decision will be final on whether products match satisfactorily.








1.05  DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING





A.		In addition to requirements provided elsewhere in Specifications, deliver, store and handle products in accordance with manufacturers' recommendations.





1.		Use methods which prevent damage, deterioration, and other loss.





2.  	If manufacturers' recommendations are in conflict with specified criteria, confer with A/E before commencing activities involving affected products.





B.		Convey products to Project site by means which minimizes risk of loss and deterioration during transit.





C.		Schedule deliveries to minimize long-term storage at Project site and prevent overcrowding of construction spaces.





1.		Coordinate deliveries with installation activities.





2.		Give particular attention to minimizing holding-time affecting products which are flammable, hazardous, easily damaged, or sensitive to deterioration or other loss.





D.		Deliver products in manufacturers' sealed containers or packaging, complete with intact labels and instructions for handling, storing, unpacking, protecting, and installing.





E.		Inspect products when they are delivered to ensure products are undamaged and comply with Contract Documents.





F. 		Store products in a manner which facilitates inspection and measurement of quantity.





G.  		Arrange storage to minimize interference with Owner's operations.





1.		Until products are needed for installation, store products in designated areas.





2.		Move products from designated storage areas to immediate Work areas as need arises, and then only in quantities required for prompt use.  Do not clutter Work areas with excess products.





H.  		Protect stored products from loss by exposure to rain, wind-driven dust, and other similar phenomena.  Also protect products from humidity and temperature conditions which exceed ranges recommended by manufacturers.





I. 		Visual Matching:  Where Specifications require matching an established Sample, the A/E's decision will be final on whether a proposed product matches satisfactorily.





1.		Visual Selection:  Where specified product requirements include the phase "...as selected from manufacturer's standard colors, patterns, textures..." or a similar phrase, select a product and manufacturer that complies with other specified requirements.  The A/E will select the color, pattern and texture from the product line specified.
