1.02  	SUBMITTALS





A   	General:  Submit in accordance with the provisions of Section 01300.





B.  	Submit product data including maintenance data and cleaning instructions.





C.  	Samples for initial selection purposes in form of manufacturer's color charts showing full range of colors and patterns available.








1.03 	QUALITY ASSURANCE





A.  	Fire Performance Characteristics:  Provide resilient flooring with the following fire performance characteristics as determined by testing products per ASTM test method indicated below by UL.





1.  	Critical Radiant Flux:  0.45 watts per sq. cm or more per ASTM E 648.





2.  	Smoke Density:  Less than 450 per ASTM E 662.








1.04 	DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING





A.  	Deliver flooring and installation accessories to Project site in original manufacturer's unopened cartons and containers each bearing names of product and manufacturer, Project identification, and shipping and handling instructions.





B.  	Store flooring materials in dry spaces protected from the weather with ambient temperatures maintained between 50 deg F (10 deg C) and 90 deg F (32 deg C).





1.05 	PROJECT CONDITIONS





A.  	Maintain a minimum temperature of 70 deg F (21 deg C) for at least 48 hours prior to installation, during installation, and for not less than 48 hours after installation.  After this period, maintain a temperature of not less than 55 deg F (13 deg C).





B.  	Close spaces to traffic during installation.








1.06 	SEQUENCING AND SCHEDULING





A.  	Install vinyl flooring and accessories after other finishing operations, including painting, have been completed.





B.  	Do not install flooring over concrete slabs until the slabs have cured and are sufficiently dry to bond with adhesive as determined by flooring manufacturer's recommended bond and moisture test.








1.07 	EXTRA MATERIALS





A.  	Deliver scraps larger than 24" x 24" to SDR.

A.  	Provide Medintech homogeneous vinyl sheet flooring as manufactured by Armstrong World Industries, Inc.





1.  	Heat welded seams.





2.  	Stain and chemical resistant.





3.  	Self coving.





4.  	Wearing Surface:  smooth





5.  	Thickness:  1/8 inch.

7.  	Trim: Manufacturers standard wall trim.








2.03 	INSTALLATION ACCESSORIES





A.  	Concrete Slab Primer:  Nonstaining type as recommended by flooring manufacturer.





B.  	Trowelable Underlayments and Patching Compounds:  Latex-modified, portland-cement-based formulation provided or approved by flooring manufacturer for applications indicated.





C.  	Adhesives:  Water-resistant type recommended by manufacturer to suit substrate conditions.
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PART 3 - EXECUTION








3.01 	EXAMINATION





A.  	Examine areas with Installer present, to verify that substrates and conditions are satisfactory for flooring installation and comply with manufacturer's requirements.





B.  	Concrete Subfloors: 





1.  		Slab substrates are dry and free of curing compounds, sealers, hardeners, and other materials whose presence would interfere with bonding of adhesive.  Determine adhesion and dryness characteristics by performing bond and moisture tests recommended by flooring manufacturer.





2.  		Subfloors are free of cracks, ridges, depressions, scale, and foreign deposits of any kind.





C.  	Do not proceed with installation until unsatisfactory conditions have been corrected.








3.02 	PREPARATION





A.  	Comply with manufacturer's installation instructions to prepare substrates indicated to receive flooring.





B.  	Use trowelable leveling compounds per manufacturer's directions to fill cracks, holes, and depressions in substrates.





C.  	Remove coatings, including curing compounds, and other substances that are incompatible with flooring adhesives.





D.  	Broom or vacuum clean substrates to be covered immediately before installation.  





E.  	Apply concrete slab primer, if recommended by flooring manufacturer, prior to applying adhesive.  Apply according to manufacturer's directions.





3.03 	INSTALLATION





A.  	Scribe, cut, and fit, butting tightly to vertical surfaces, permanent fixtures, built-in items.





B.  	Use full spread of adhesive in compliance with manufacturer's directions including trowel notching, adhesive mixing, and adhesive open and working times.








3.04 	CLEANING AND PROTECTION





A.  	Protect flooring against mars, marks, indentations, and other damage from construction operations and placement of equipment and fixtures during remainder of construction period.  Use protection methods recommended by manufacturer.
