INSERT FOR INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS





1.   BIDDER PREQUALIFICATION





A.   	Prospective Bidders are required to show evidence that subcontractors engaged for the Clean Room has successfully completed five projects of similar magnitude to this project.  This procedure is described in Section 00040 Bidders Prequalification, and includes a History of Completed Projects and References Form.





2    SUBSTITUTIONS





A.   	Submitted for Approval Prior to Date of Bid Opening





1.  	Submittal Procedure: Should Bidder wish to include in his Bid Sum the cost of products other than those described in Bidding Documents, he may submit, prior to date designated for opening of Bids, written request for Architect/Engineer's approval as follows:





a.   	Request for approval shall be submitted to Architect/Engineer not later than fifteen (15) days prior to date designated for opening of Bids.





b.  	Bidder shall forward all requests in one submission.





c.   	Request shall be accompanied by complete data substantiating substitutes' compliance with Bidding Documents as described in Section 01630, Product Options and Substitutions.  This data  includes Substitution Request Form, product identification and description, performance and test data, references and samples where applicable.





2.   	Consideration of Substitutions: Burden of proof of the merit of proposed substitutions is upon the proposer.  Products described in the Bidding Documents establish a standard of required function, appearance and quality that must be met by any proposed substitute.  Request for approval submitted prior to date of bid opening will be given consideration only if request is submitted by Bidder, not Sub-bidders.  Architect/Engineer's decision to approve or disapprove a proposed substitute will be final.





3.  	Notice of Approval: If Architect/Engineer approves any substitute prior to date of bid opening, approval will be set forth by Addendum issued prior to date of bid opening.





B.   	Bidder's Representation: By requesting Architect/Engineer's approval of substitutions, Bidder represents that substitute products are readily available in sufficient quantity to prevent delay in the Work; are equal to the products described in Bidding Documents in strength, durability, efficiency, capacity and ease of maintenance; have a record of performance equal or superior to products described in Bidding Documents and, if exposed to view in the completed Work, are available in same range of colors and textures as the products described in Bidding Documents.
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
