PART 1 - GENERAL








1.01	RELATED DOCUMENTS





A.	Drawings and general provisions of Contract, including General and Supplementary Conditions, Division-1 Specification sections.








1.02	WORK INCLUDED





A.	Soil preparation and fine grading of final 4 inches (102 mm) of finish grade.








1.03	RELATED WORK





A.	Section 02200:  Earthwork.





B.	Section 02910:  Shrub and tree planting.





C.	Section 02930:  Drill Seeding.





D.	Section 02940:  Sodding.





E.	Section 02950:  Planting.








1.04 	SUBMITTALS





A.	Certification:  Submit manufacturer's or vendor's certified analysis for soil amendments and fertilizer materials.  Submit other data substantiating that materials comply with specified requirements.





1.	Submit seed vendor's certified statement for each grass seed mixture required, stating botanical and common name, percentage by weight, percentages of purity, germination, and weed seed for each grass seed species.

B.	Planting Schedule:  Submit proposed planting schedule, indicating dates for each type of landscape work. Correlate with specified maintenance periods to provide maintenance from date of substantial completion.  Once accepted, revise dates only as approved in writing, after documentation of reasons for delays.





C.	Maintenance Instructions:  Submit typewritten instructions recommending procedures to be established by Sandia Delegated Representative for maintenance of landscape work for one full year.  Submit prior to expiration of required maintenance period(s).








1.05	SPECIAL PROJECT WARRANTY





A.	Warranty lawns through specified lawn maintenance period and until final acceptance.  Maintenance period will be until 2-1/2 inches of turf height is attained.





B.	Warranty trees and shrubs, for a period of one year after date of acceptance, against defects including death and unsatisfactory growth, except for defects resulting from neglect by Sandia Delegated Representative, abuse or damage by others, or unusual phenomena or incidents which are beyond Contractors control.





C.	Remove and replace trees, shrubs, or other plants found to be dead or in unhealthy condition during warranty period.  Make replacements during growth season following end of warranty period.  Replace trees and shrubs which are in doubtful condition at end of warranty period; unless, in opinion of Sandia Delegated Representative, it is advisable to extend warranty period for a full growing season.





1.	Another inspection will be conducted at end of extended warranty period, if any, to determine acceptance or rejection.  Only one replacement (per tree, shrub or plant) will be required at end of warranty period, except for losses or replacements due to failure to comply with specified requirements.








PART 2 - PRODUCTS








2.01	MATERIALS





A.	Topsoil:  Fertile, friable soil possessing the characteristics of productive soil of the region.





B.	Organic Material:  Sterile peat, peat moss, bark mulch, processed sewer sludge or well rotted unbleached steer manure.  No more than 15% retained on a 2 inch (51 mm) screen.





C.	Fertilizer:  Name brands meetings the requirements as noted on the drawings.





D.	Water:  Free from oil, acids, alkali, salts and other harmful substances.








2.02	SOIL MIX





A.	Mix 3 parts native soil to 1 part organic material by volume.





B.	Thoroughly mix for uniformity.








PART 3 - EXECUTION








3.01	INSPECTION





A.	Examine site and report discrepancies to the Sandia Delegated Representative.








3.02	APPLICATION





A.	Till existing grade to a depth of 4 inches (102 mm) to eliminate compaction.  Remove organic material and debris 1 inch (25 mm) and larger.





B.	Spread 2 inches (51 mm) of organic material and till with sub soil.





C.	Level surface 2 inches (51 mm) below walks, curbs, patios and header boards.





D.	Apply fertilizer in formulation and quantity required.
