1.01	RELATED DOCUMENTS





A.	Drawings and general provisions of Contract, including General and Supplementary Conditions and Division-1 Specification sections, apply to work of this section.








1.02	WORK INCLUDED





A.	Transplanting of trees and shrubs.








1.03	RELATED WORK





A.	Section 02900:  Landscaping.








1.04	QUALITY ASSURANCE





A.	Subject to inspection and approval of the Sandia Delegated Representative (SDR).








1.05 	SUBMITTALS





A.	Certificates of inspection and permits as required by law and for shipment.








1.06	DELIVERY, STORAGE AND HANDLING





A.	Protect plant material from excessive sun or drying winds until planted.





B.	Water as required to keep plants moist until planted.





C.	No plant material will be stored on site.











1.07	JOB CONDITIONS





A.	Plant materials only during normal planting seasons for each type of material in accordance with local nursery practice.








PART 2 - PRODUCTS








2.01	MATERIALS





A.	Trees and plants dug from native stands transplanted from original locations.





B.	Conform to the minimum acceptable plant size as listed in the plant schedule for caliper and spread, with branches in normal position before pruning.








PART 3 - EXECUTION








3.01	GENERAL





A.	Locate trees and shrubs complying with the requirements and obtain Sandia Delegated Representative's acceptance of their visual qualities before they are prepared for transplanting.





B.	The Sandia Delegated Representative (SDR) may inspect trees and shrubs either at the place of growth or at site before planting, for compliance with the requirements.





C.	Sandia Delegated Representative (SDR) retains the right of further inspection for size, condition of ball and root systems, insects, injuries and latent defects, and to reject unsatisfactory materials.








3.02	PREPARATION





A.	Excavate for planting including the stripping and stockpiling of acceptable topsoil.





B.	Remove rock or other underground obstructions to permit proper planting.  Do not relocate planting without the approval of the Sandia Delegated Representative (SDR).





C.	Excavate pits and holes twice the size of roots or root ball.








3.03	TRANSPLANTINGS





A.	Provide freshly dug trees and shrubs.  Do not prune prior to delivery.


�
B.	Provide adequate protection of root systems and ball from drying winds and sun.  Do not bend or bind-tie trees in such a manner as to damage bark, break branches or destroy natural shape.








3.04	PLANTING





A.	Place plants at same finish grade level after settlement as which grown.





B.	Plant upright and facing to give the best appearance and relationship to adjacent plants and buildings.





C.	Set trees plumb and rigidly braced in position until soil has been tamped solidly around ball.





D.	Backfill with prepared soil mix as specified in Section 02900.





E.	Settle planting areas by watering and tamping to fill voids.





F.	Prune off superfluous growth as directed by Sandia Delegated Representative (SDR).








3.05	PROTECTION





A.	Protect existing site conditions and plants to remain.





B.	Repair damage incurred or replace items damaged at no cost to the Sandia National Laboratories.
