PART 1 - GENERAL








1.01	RELATED DOCUMENTS





A.	Drawings and general provisions of Contract, including General and Supplementary Conditions and Division-1 Specification sections, apply to work of this section.








1.02	RELATED WORK





A.	Section 02900:  Landscaping.








1.03	DELIVERY, STORAGE AND HANDLING





A.	Delivery sod on pallets to prevent breakage of rolls.





B.	Cover during shipping to avoid excessive drying of soil or wind damage.








1.04 	SUBMITTALS





A.	Certification:  Submit manufacturer's or vendor's certified analysis for soil amendments and fertilizer materials.  Submit other data substantiating that materials comply with specified requirements.





1.	Submit seed vendor's certified statement for each grass seed mixture required, stating botanical and common name, percentage by weight, percentages of purity, germination, and weed seed for each grass seed species.








PART 2 - PRODUCTS








2.01	MATERIALS





A.	Sod:  Approved grade cultivated grass sod; of type indicated on drawings; with strong, fibrous root system; free from stones and burned or bare:





1.	Grown from tested seed lots.





2.	Free from weeds, fungus and inserts.





3.	Deliver within 24 hours after cutting.








PART 3 - EXECUTION








3.01	PREPARATION





A.	Lightly water to aid breakdown of fertilizer and to provide moist soil for sod.








3.02	LAYING SOD





A.	Lay sod with closely fitted joints and edges.  Ends of strips staggered.





B.	Lay smooth and flush without open joints and pieces not overlapped.





C.	Irregular Shaped Areas:  Lay sod in both directions from longest straight line that can be established.





D.	Water immediately after installation.  Do not over water.





E.	Roll to ensure a good bond and to remove minor depressions and irregularities.  Roll in two directions with a 200 lb. (91 KG) roller.








3.03	MAINTENANCE





A.	Water thoroughly to penetrate sub-soil 8 to 10 inches (203 to 254 mm).





B.	Apply water slowly to prevent puddles.





C.	Cut grass first time when it reaches height of 2 1/2 inches (60 mm) and maintain to a minimum height of 2 inches (51 mm).





D.	Replace damaged grass areas showing deterioration, bare or thin spots and eroded areas.

3.04	ACCEPTANCE





A.	Sodded areas are acceptable when properly established as determined by Sandia Delegated Representative.
