PART 1 - GENERAL








1.01	RELATED DOCUMENTS





A.	Drawings and general provisions of Contract, including General and Supplementary Conditions and Division-1 Specification sections, apply to work of this section.








1.02	WORK INCLUDED





A.	Plants, trees and shrubs.








1.03	RELATED WORK





A.	Section 02900:  Landscaping.








1.04	REFERENCE STANDARDS





A.	American Joint Committee on Horticultural Nomenclature:  Second Edition of Standardized Plant Names, 1942.





B.	American Association of Nurserymen:  American Standard for Nursery Stock, 1959 Edition.








1.05	QUALITY ASSURANCE





A.	Inspected at the nursery by Federal and State authorities.





B.	Subject to inspection and approval of the Sandia Delegated Representative (SDR) at the nursery of origin, before delivery to site.





C.	Fix to each tree waterproof labels identifying plant.
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1.06	SUBMITTALS





A.	Certifications of Inspection as required by law and for shipment.








1.07	DELIVERY, STORAGE AND HANDLING





A.	Protect plant material from excessive sun or drying winds until planted.





B.	Water 3 times each week minimum, until planted.








1.08	JOB CONDITIONS





A.	Plant materials only during normal planting seasons.








PART 2 - PRODUCTS








2.01	MATERIALS





A.	Nursery-grown, well-branched and well-proportioned plants.





B.	Tagged with legible labels indicating in weather-resistant ink, the correct plant name and size.





C.	Conform to the minimum acceptable plant size as listed in the plant schedule for caliper and spread, with branches in normal position before pruning.





D.	Increase the ball of earth or spread of roots if larger plants are used.





E.	Provide container-grown plants that have been in pots, cans, tubs or boxes more than 3 months but less than 2 years.








PART 3 - EXECUTION








3.01	PREPARATION





A.	Excavate for planting, including the stripping and stockpiling of acceptable topsoil.





B.	Remove rock or other underground obstructions to permit proper planting.  Do not relocate plantings without the approval of the Sandia Delegated Representative (SDR).





C.	Excavate pits and holes twice the size of roots or root ball.





D.	Plant only during periods which are suitable, as judged from the standpoint of weather conditions and locally acceptable practices and as approved by the Sandia Delegated Representative (SDR).








3.02	PLANTING





A.	Set balled and burlapped (B & B) stock on layer of compacted planting soil mixture, plumb and in center of pit or trench with top of ball at same elevation as adjacent finished landscape grades.  Remove burlap from sides of balls; retain on bottoms.  When set, place additional backfill around base and sides of ball, and work each layer to settle backfill and eliminate voids and air pockets.  When excavation is approximately 2/3 full, water thoroughly before placing remainder of backfill.  Repeat watering until no more is absorbed.  Water again after placing final layer of backfill.





B.	Place plants at same finish grade level after settlement as which plant was originally grown.





C.	Plant upright and facing to give the best appearance and relationship to adjacent plants and buildings.





D.	Set trees plumb and rigidly braced in position until soil has been tamped solidly around ball.





E.	Remove plants from containers carefully to prevent breaking or cracking of earth during planting process.





F.	Backfill with prepared soil mix as specified in Section 02900.





G.	Settle planting areas by watering and tamping to fill voids.





H.	Stake as shown on the drawings.





I.	Prune off superfluous growth as directed by Sandia Delegated Representative (SDR).








3.03	MAINTENANCE





A.	Begin maintenance immediately after planting.





B.	Maintain trees, shrubs and other plants until final acceptance.

C.	Maintain trees, shrubs and other plants by pruning, cultivating and weeding as required for healthy growth.  Restore planting saucers.  Tighten and repair stake and guy supports and reset trees and shrubs to proper grades or vertical position as required.  Restore or replace damaged  wrappings.  Spray as required to keep trees and shrubs free of insects and disease.








3.04	PROTECTION





A.	Protect existing site conditions and plants to remain.





B.	Repair damage incurred or replace items damaged at no additional cost to Sandia National Laboratories.
