A.	Use skilled workmen who are thoroughly trained and experienced in the necessary crafts and who are completely familiar with the specified requirements and the methods for proper installation of the work of this section.





B.	All materials used shall not contain asbestos or lead.

1.05	SUBMITTALS





A.	Submit manufacturer's specifications, data, list of items, shop drawings showing fabrication and installation details, including anchorage and interfacing with adjacent materials.  








PART 2 - PRODUCTS








2.01	MANUFACTURERS





A.	Subject to compliance with requirements, provide products as indicated in the following paragraphs.








2.02	FIBERGLASS SHOWER STALL





A.	Provide "Fibersheen" model number 3837-H "institutional" and 3234 "institutional" glass fiber reinforced polyester resin shower stalls (without ceiling dome) as manufactured by Kimstock Southwest, Inc., Hutchins, Texas or approved substitution.  Refer to the "Plumbing Fixture Schedule" on the drawings for fixture trim associated with showers.





B.	Shower stalls shall be manufactured in accordance with ANSI Z124.2 and accessible units shall conform with accessibility codes (ADA, Uniform Federal Accessibility Standards, or ANSI A117.1, whichever is most stringent).





C.	Shower stalls shall be warranted against defects in workmanship and materials for a period of 3 years from date of installation.





D.	Accessories to be included as part of the shower unit:





1.	Handicapped accessible shower stall (Model 3837-H):





a.	"L-shaped" x 1.5 inch outside diameter grab bar with 1.5 inch clearance (on control wall).





b.	Fold-up seat constructed of phenolic slats and a 1 inch x .049 inch stainless steel tube frame.





c.	1 inch x .049 inch stainless steel curtain rod with centerline at 75 inches above finish floor.





d.	Stainless steel recessed soap dish (without grab bar) mounted on control wall.





	Note:  The handicapped stall shall be recessed into the floor slab so that the threshold is flush with the floor finish.





2.	Standard Shower Stall (Model 3234):





a.	24 inch x 1.25 inch outside diameter grab bar with 1.5 inch clearance mounted vertically with top of bar at 60 inches above finish floor and 8 inches inside shower opening (opposite control wall).





b.	1 inch x .049 inch stainless steel curtain rod with centerline at 75 inches above finish floor.





c.	Stainless steel recessed soap dish (without grab bar) at 40 inches above finish floor (on control wall).








2.03	BICYCLE RACKS





A.	Ground mounted:  2-3/8 inch diameter ASTM schedule 40 steel pipe in a continuous U-shaped configuration to accommodate thirteen bicycles (similar to "CycLoops" or approved substitution).  Racks shall be directly embedded into concrete in locations and quantities as indicated on the drawings and shall have a powder coated finish chosen from the manufacturer's standard line of colors.





B.	Wall mounted:  1-5/6 inch diameter ASTM schedule 40 steel pipe in D-shaped configurations (similar to "CycLoops" or approved substitution).  Racks shall be mounted in vertical, horizontal, and 45-degree angle positions in quantities indicated on the drawings and have a powder coated finish chosen from the manufacturer's standard line of colors.








PART 3 - EXECUTION








3.01	INSTALLATION





A.	Install the work of this section in strict accordance with the original design, the approved shop drawings, and the manufacturers' recommended installation procedures as approved by the Sandia Delegated Representative (SDR), anchoring all components firmly into position for long life under hard use.  Use adhesives and connectors as applicable in strict accordance with manufacturer's recommendations.
