The format of the Facilities CADD Standards Manual has been changed to better align with the Facilities Design Standards Manual.  We will also be making some format changes to the Design Manual (revision due by mid December) to better align it with the CADD Manual.   The primary change to the Facilities CADD Standards Manual was format, however a few minor corrections and clarifications were also made.  Noted below is the CADD manual index and the Design Manual index.  Notice that the CADD Manual has two chapters/sections (12 and 13) that are not in the Design Manual, however the Design Manual will be updated to include those two chapters.  Also the sections in the Design Manual will be changed to chapters to better align it with the CADD Manual.
