Noted below is an Engineering Standards Program (ESP) update for two Standards Specifications and the two UCP's.  The distribution list for this e-mail is center 10800 and department 10253. 1)  Environment, Safety, and Health for Construction and Service Contracts, standard specification, 01065 

The need for these changes was identified by a root cause team investigating an accidental penetration into an energized electrical conduit during construction activities. These changes are consistent with the changes made to the FMOC Excavation/Penetration Procedure (OP-004).   The specific changes were made in the following locations: 

1.05 C. The Spec referred to the Dig/Penetration Permit. The actual name is Excavation/Penetration Permit. 

1.09 A, B, C, & D (primary change found in C)

2)  Underground Water Lines for Domestic and Fire Protection Systems, standard specification 02665

On page 6, replaced the requirement for cement lining of couplings with epoxy coating.

3)  Universal Construction Package (UCP) - Standard and Short

Deleted the three pages titled "PROJECT CRITERIA INFORMATION" .  Those three pages are now a completely separate document that the Project Manager completes and sends to Lynn Fitzpatrick, ahead of the UCP, in order to be assigned a buyer.   

Added  "Quality-Significant yes/no" to the first page of the UCP form to allow the project manager to flag the buyer on this issue.

Added Standard Provisions to disallow mobile phones in limited areas and require everyone to ware a Sandia issued badge. 

Updated the UCP per current processes and terminology.  For example, replaced "Project Number" with "Service Order Number", added "Project" and "Task", added "PR No.", replaced "Tech Area" with "Limited Area", deleted Design Lead references, simplified the estimated cost table, and several other similar changes.

Both UCP's have been updated to reflect the updated revisions to the two specifications noted in items 1 and 2 above.
