STANDARD SPECIFICATION AND UNIVERSAL CONSTRUCTION PACKAGE UPDATE NOTIFICATION

Noted below is an Engineering Standards Program (ESP) update for two Standards Specifications and the two UCP's.  The distribution list for this e-mail is center 10800 and department 10253.  I am sorry for the wide distribution, but If you do not need or are not interested in this information, you may delete this message without reading it. 

1)  Prefabricated Office Units and Installation, standard specification, 13120 

Several minor changes where made to spec 13120 based on feedback from MO manufactures and the construction inspectors.   Note however that spec 13120 should be used more as a master spec than a standard spec since we have as many variations in trailers as we have trailers.  We have single wides, double wides, triple wides, nine wides and one trailer even has showers.  Because of all the variations, spec 13120 is not password protected, change bars are not included and each MO spec should be read each time it is used.

Both UCP's have been updated to reflect the updated revision.  

2)  London/stdu file names changed

Since we no longer have the file name limitation in place when the files were created, several file names where changed to allow for longer file descriptions.   For example, the specs are now in three folders titled "Construction Specs-Active",  "Construction Specs-Archive, and "Construction Specs-Special" and folders in "Construction Specs-Active" are now called "Specs in Word Format" and "Specs in PDF Format".  

Furthermore, files where slightly reorganized to allow for better management.  Since we are constantly burning CD's for contractors, the new organization makes it easier to drag a folder to copy, and the descriptive file names are easier for those that are not familiar with our system.
