STANDARD SPECIFICATION AND UNIVERSAL CONSTRUCTION PACKAGE UPDATE NOTIFICATION

Noted below is an Engineering Standards Program (ESP) update for four Standards Specifications.  The distribution list for this e-mail is center 10800 and department 10253.  I am sorry for the wide distribution, but If you do not need or are not interested in this information, you may delete this message without reading it. 

Noted below are the summaries (Provided by the Electrical chairperson, Paul Smith) of the changes made to the specifications noted.


Section 02584 "Underground Ducts and Utility Structures" (4/1/02)
· Revised to clarify that fittings and conduit bodies for intermediate metal conduit and fittings are required to be PVC externally coated similar to rigid metal conduit. 

· The radius size of factory bends for communication ducts was clarified. For communication conduits, the minimum radius shall be 48" for 4" conduit and a 60" radius for 5" conduit, unless otherwise noted on the drawings. This correction is intended to alleviate problems pulling in large diameter telephone trunk cables (e.g., 2100 pair) in ducts with 90 degree bends. The radius for power ducts remains the same at 24" for 3 inch conduit and smaller, and 36" for conduits larger than 3".


Note:  This specification is presently being updated, however this update addresses the immediate issues.

· Added Definitions section.  Changed SDR to Sandia Construction Observer (SCO) throughout document.

· Deleted reference to fire alarm specification in Section 2.03.

· Prohibited the used of EMT for roof penetrations.  From a lesson learned, EMT is not structurally strong enough to support a J-box on the 
roof without additional support, which is not desired.  IMC and RGS shall extend a minimum of 12” above the roof membrane for roof penetrations.

· Revised references from the 1999 NEC to the 2002 NEC.

· Revised Section 3.09B to require ground rods be installed a minimum of 2 rod lengths from each other per NFPA 780, Section 3.13.1.2 (2000).
