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Section 5, Electrical Design Standards, of the Engineering Design Manual has been updated and issued.  Major revisions were made to Sections 5.13 and 5.14  in an effort to include all of the pertinent information related to Telecommunications Systems Design in Section 5.14.  Revisions are indicated by change bars in the margin of the document, and include the following:

· Minor editorial revisions throughout to update references to department names and numbers, and references to standard specifications.

· Sections 5.13.3 – Voice/Open Data, 5.13.4 – New Construction, and 5.13.5 – Occupancy Phase were removed from Section 5.13.

· Section 5.14 was modified to provide telecommunications systems design information that includes IDR rooms, voice, black, red, copper, fiber, and intra- and inter-building cabling systems.

· Attachment 5.A, Standard Drawings #73740/E1-E3 were revised to concur with the requirements of Standard Specification Section 16740, “Intra-Building Telecommunication Cabling”. 

· Addition of Attachment 5.F - Telecommunications Design Information, that include the following:

· Table 1, Fill Chart

· Figure 1, Typical IDR Layout

· Figure 2, Typical IDR LIU Layout

· Figure 3, Typical Data Frame

· Figure 4, Typical Voice Frame

· Figure 5, Typical Cable Tray Layout

· Notification of Removal or Relocation of Telecommunications Outlet(s) Form

Most of the telecommunications design or construction problems have occurred when SNL’s Telecommunications Operations Department has not been involved in the design process.  It is important to involve the SNL Telecommunications Operations Department in the design of the telecommunications systems.

Minor revisions to Section 3, Architectural-Civil-Structural Design Standards, and Section 4, Mechanical Design Standards, include the addition of Sections 3.12 and 4.33, respectively, that references Section 5.14 - Telecommunications Systems Design, Electrical Design Standards for IDR requirements.
