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In October 1986, Congress passed the Commercial Motor Vehicle Safety Act. Under this law all states shall meet the same minimum standards for licensing commercial drivers. In compliance with these regulations and for the sake of public and personal safety, only those drivers with professional knowledge, skills, and attitudes will be permitted to drive commercial motor vehicles.
