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INSTRUCTIONS FOR PREPARING AN EXPLOSIVE WASTE DISPOSAL REQUEST (EWDR)


Use this form to request pickup of explosive waste for disposal.  The term explosive includes:  high explosives, propellants, pyrotechnics, and any other energetic material that meets the definition of explosive according to the current DOE Explosive Safety Manual, DOE/EV/06194.
Procedure:

1.
Read all instructions carefully prior to filling out request.


2.
Complete all unshaded parts of the EWDR form.


3.
When complete, remove the pink “originators” copy and retain for your records.


4.
Detach and discard the instruction sheet.


5.
Forward remaining copies to the Hazardous Waste Management Facility (HWMF), MS 1117.

Requested by:  Enter the last and first name of the person who generated or owns the waste.  This person must be knowledgeable of the entire contents and composition of the waste and what process generated it.

Employee No.:  Enter requester’s Employee Number.

Phone Number:  Enter requester’s phone number.

Org. No.:  Enter requester’s organization number.

Mail Stop No.:  Enter requester’s mail stop number.

Project/Task Number:  Enter a Project and Task Number to be used for waste minimization charge.  Waste will not be picked up without a valid project and task number.

Tech Area:  Enter tech area number where waste is located.

Building:  Enter building number where waste is located.

Room:  Enter room number where waste is located.

Further Location Directions:  Enter any other information necessary to locate and pick up waste.

Disclaimer:  Was the waste or material on this Disposal Request Line EVER, at any time, including before it became waste:

· In the presence of unconfined or unencapsulated radioactive material? and/or;

· In a space posted as a radioactive Contamination Area, High Contamination Area, Airborne Radioactive Material Area, or a Soil Contamination Area? and/or;

· Exposed to beams or other sources of radiation (neutrons, protons, etc.) capable of causing activation?

Check only one box (“Yes” or “No”)  Waste will not be picked up if this is not complete.  If you checked the “Yes” box, the form in ES&H Manual Section 19D-3 must be attached.

Item No.: Number each waste item on the EWDR (1-4).  There may be no more than four waste items per EWDR.

Sec. Class.:  Indicate the security classification for each waste item or “U” for unclassified.

Waste Code:  Enter “A” if the waste is an article that contains explosives, “B” if the waste is a bulk explosive substance, or “C” if the waste is only contaminated with explosives (e.g., rags or liquids).  Enter “N” if the waste does not fit any of the categories above.

Waste Description:  Accurately and completely describe each waste item.  You must provide the proper name of all explosives present.  Also, if present, include all contaminants including all of the following chemical:  arsenic, barium, cadmium, chromium, lead, mercury, selenium, silver, and asbestos.  Example:  Tissues, wipes and aluminum weighing pans contaminated with:  Pentaerythritol Tetranitrate (PETN), Hexanitrostilbene (HNS), black powder, and a 25% isopropanol / 75% water mixture.  Waste cannot be picked up if this section is not complete and accurate.

Primary Container Type:  Enter the type of primary container the waste is in (e.g., VelostatTM bag, polyethylene bottle, glass vial, etc.).  Do not enter the outer container type.

UNO Haz. Class:  Enter the original or most appropriate United Nations Organization (UNO) Hazard Class and compatibility group for the waste item.  It is vital that you assign the correct UNO hazard class and compatibility group.  Contact Safety Engineering Department if you need assistance.

Total NEW:  Total Net Explosive Weight (NEW) of only the explosives in the waste item.  Estimate NEW of contaminated items such as rags.  Include the unit of measure.  Preferred units of measure:  g for grams, kg for kilograms.  Optional units of measure:  oz. for ounces, lbs. for pounds.

Total Quantity of Waste:  Enter total weight for solid waste, total volume for liquid waste.  Include the unit of measure.  Preferred units of measure:  g for grams, kg for kilograms, and l for liters.  Optional units of measure:  oz. for ounces, lbs. for pounds, and gal. for gallons.

PWA No.:  Process Waste Assessment (PWA) number (if unknown, contact the appropriate Division ES&H Team’s Environmental Compliance Coordinator [ECC]).

PWA Stream No.:  Process Waste Assessment Stream number (if unknown, contact the appropriate Division ES&H Team’s ECC).

Signature of Requester:  Must be signed for EWDR to be processed.
