Recognizing Excellence In Regional Small Business Utilization and Development

C. PAUL ROBINSON AWARDS
Background 

These annual awards acknowledge Sandia National Laboratories (SNL) project and program managers that excel in the utilization of small regional suppliers. 

The Supplier Community Advisory Council (SCAC) recommended the establishment of these awards in 2001.  The SCAC honors those individuals that have excelled in various aspects on heightening the awareness and demonstrating behaviors indicative of valuing regional suppliers.  SCAC believes these awards should be “high profile” and a continued recognition that regional procurement is supported from the highest levels of management at SNL.  

Award Categories

These awards are presented in four categories: 

· Regionally Procured Products and/or Services:
This award is based on the project/program that achieved the largest increase (percentage or dollar increase) in the utilization of small regional service or product suppliers within a project/program fiscal year. 

· Innovation in Small Regional Business Procurement:

This award is based on the project/program that reaches out to small regional suppliers to provide new/continuing opportunities, while complying with Sandia Policies and Procedures. 

· SNL Staff Advocate
This award recognizes an individual staff member for regional procurement accomplishments that had a significant impact for small business suppliers. 

· SNL Team Advocates

This award recognizes a team of SNL employees (line, procurement, management, etc.) for regional procurement accomplishments that had a significant impact for small business suppliers. 

Note:  There may be only one winner in a given category each year.  In some years, there may not be a winner in every category.

Award Process 

Nominators are requested to submit an award application which describes the positive impact on small regional businesses including dollar amount and how SNL representatives: 

· were helpful

· worked through difficult circumstances 

· were responsive 

· were proactive 

· created a sustainable/consistent opportunity 

· fostered a successful relationship 

In addition, the application will address cost savings, efficiencies, quality, and productivity.  

Nominating individuals may include SNL Project and Program Managers, individuals outside of SNL.  This process is also a self-nominating process for individuals or teams.  

NOTE:   Last year’s award winners will not be eligible for this year’s awards for any of the categories.
How to Submit Nominations

The completed nomination form must be submitted by January 17, 2005.  All fields must be filled in.  With each form, a narrative of no more than two one-sided pages describing how the program or professional meets the nomination criteria may be submitted. Font size should be 12.  Nominations that do not meet these requirements will not be considered for an award.  Nominations may be submitted via email, fax or mail to:

Category Criteria and Definitions

The nominator must demonstrate the nominees’ most outstanding achievements in the categories as listed in the Award Categories.  Under each category are definitions to help prepare your nominations.    Each category has been assigned a set of points.

Selection Process

The nominations will be reviewed by a Screening Committee composed of members of SCAC, including two of the 2004 C. Paul Robinson Award winners.  The screening committee shall review for acceptability (adherence to the nominating instructions) and score each nomination.  They will forward the top scoring nominations to the Selection Committee.   

The Selection Committee is composed of various executives from SNL, NNSA, the State of NM, the City of Albuquerque, the private sector, and one of the 2004 C. Paul Robinson Award winners.  The Selection Committee will review and score each nomination submitted to them by the Screening Committee and select the highest scoring nominations, and the winners for 2005.

The Ceremony and Awards

The Sandia Supplier Community Advisory Council (SCAC) will recognize the winning programs and professionals at the C. Paul Robinson Awards Ceremony on Tuesday, March 15, 2005 at the Albuquerque Convention Center.  Dr. Robinson will present the awards at the reception.  The reception will be held in conjunction with the Supplier Showcase which will take place on Wednesday, March 16, 2005.  All nominees will be invited to attend.  Winners will not be announced until the night of the awards ceremony.
