Just-In-Time (JIT) is a purchasing system that permits Sandia departments or divisions to electronically purchase a line of items or services directly from a designated supplier. Items range from office supplies to pager air time.

The multiyear contracts obligate suppliers to deliver goods or services within as little as 24 hours of Sandia's request. Suppliers are selected on a competitive basis.

The companies and awards were:

· Technology Integration Group (TIG) was recognized for an award in the area of cost savings. Through numerous methods, the company was able to provide Sandia with substantial direct cost savings.

· GC Micro was presented the partnership award for developing a Sandia-specific Web site to make entering a JIT order easier. The company’s Web site also provides the latest information on available computer software.

· Graybar Electric Co., Inc. received the customer focus award for initiating several changes to its JIT contract that have resulted in quicker delivery to customers, while providing cost savings to Sandia for several commodities.

· Matheson Tri-Gas received the quality award for its commitment to quality programs. The company is one of only a few JIT suppliers that are ISO certified and have continuously tested Sandia gas cylinders and valves to ensure their safety to Sandia end-users.

· Holmans received the innovation award for continuously streamlining its operations to make it easier or more cost effective to do business with Sandia.

· Technology Integration Group as Just-In-Time Supplier of the Year.  Although this supplier excelled in all award categories, their consistent dedication and commitment to customer satisfaction is an invaluable contribution to Sandia. The company’s customer-focused attitude makes it a pleasure to interact with them.






Sandia established its Just-In-Time procurement system in 1985, saving some $10 million annually through reduced administrative costs. Sandia estimated that out of 53 current Just-In-Time contracts, 90 percent were placed with local businesses.

With facilities in Albuquerque, N.M., and Livermore, Calif., Sandia has major R&D responsibilities in national security, energy, environmental technologies and economic competitiveness.
