ALBUQUERQUE, N.M. — Sandia National Laboratories has awarded Summit Construction, Inc. of Albuquerque a $3.1 million contract to expand research and development lab space.

Summit, a small, locally owned company, has begun construction on 16,000 square feet of additional research and development and some office space to Building 700 in Sandia’s Tech Area I.  The construction project is scheduled for completion in July 2003.

Sandia Contracting Representative Jimmy Romero said, “Sandia’s technical evaluation team ranked Summit’s bid excellent in three critical areas: past performance, project management and safety. In addition, the Summit proposal offered the best over-all value amongst the small business competitors.”

Summit Owner and President Tony Thomas said, “Due to the more technical nature of buildings constructed for Sandia National Labs, we must manage and supervise them much closer than projects for other clients.  In addition to construction we must also pay very close attention to the security and safety management needs at Sandia.
