Recommended Security Zone Settings for Microsoft IE Browsers
[bookmark: Recommended_IE_Security_Zone_Settings]Microsoft IE offers four different security zones to run your application through. Which zone is used is dependent on how you are accessing your site (Internet or Local Intranet) and set up within the zones themselves (Trusted sites & Restricted sites). Oracle recommends running Oracle E-Business Suite through the "Trusted Sites" zone, with a "Medium" Security Setting, as follows:

1. Select Tools -> Internet Options -> Security tab -> Trusted Sites icon.
2. Set the "Security Level for this Zone" to "Medium" if it is not set already.
3. Click the Sites button.
4. In the "Add this Web site to the zone:" field, enter https://supplierportal.sandia.gov, and then click the Add button. Alternatively, you can simply add *.sandia.gov, so all sites under that domain will go through this zone.

Note: If you are entering an http://... or *.domain address, you must first uncheck the "Require server verification (https:) for all sites in this zone" check box. You may re-check this box again after entering your values.
