 How to work with Sandia on an SBIR/STTR project

1. Identify a solicitation topic from the SBIR/STTR requests for proposals for which you are interested in submitting a proposal.
2.  Identify a researcher at Sandia with the expertise you need. Or call the Economic Development Office for help identifying the appropriate person (505-284-2001 or partnerships@sandia.gov).
3. If Sandia is eligible to participate in a response, work with the staff member at Sandia to determine the scope of work Sandia would perform.
4. The staff member will provide you with a statement of work and associated cost for the task Sandia will be performing, as well as the “Letter of Support” from Sandia that you need to include in your SBIR/STTR proposal. Be prepared to discuss intellectual property terms and conditions associated with the work.
5. Develop and submit the proposal to the federal agency, including the information concerning Sandia’s participation.
6. When you are notified of an award, you must contact Sandia to initiate an agreement through Sandia’s Work for Others – Non-Federal Entity process.
Note: Depending on the sponsoring agency, the small business may be required to get a waiver from the U.S. Small Business Administration to work on a SBIR with Sandia. For STTR projects, no waiver is required.
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
